Тема: Happy Birthday, WWW! or The Internet. What Are Pros and Cons?

Цели:

Социокультурный аспект – знакомство с фактами из истории возникновения Интернета, знакомство с различными взглядами людей на роль Интернета в жизни.
Развивающий аспект – развитие способностей к анализу, к оценке чужого мнения и выражению собственного мнения.

Воспитательный аспект – формирование потребности и способности к критическому мышлению, формирование уважительного отношения к мнению другого человека.
Учебный аспект – совершенствование речевых навыков, развитие умения читать и аудировать с полным пониманием содержания и с целью извлечения конкретной информации, развитие умения определять значение слова с помощью синонимов.

Оборудование: компьютер с выходом в Интернет, тексты для учащихся.
Ход урока:

Начало урока

1. Организационный момент, приветствие.
